first time -- what it means to be ac-
countable to one another through CON-
FESSION. What a word. When we con-
fess our weaknesses, our missteps, our 
blunders, our SINS �² �Z�H�·�U�H���G�R�L�Q�J���V�R�P�H��
thing that labels pieces of our life as 
unfit, flawed, deficient �² even EVIL. Of 
course pop culture likes to use all of

alongside our more mundane everyday 
language �² in the end making them 
sound kind of ridiculous and stuffy.

If we avoid acknowledging our sin 
through confession, seeking to realign 
ourselves with God when He convicts us, 
we are actually choosing to settle into 
the confusion, the stupidity, and the 
deep flaws of sin and evil. It turns out
