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S ummer has arrived…perhaps 
not on the calendar (vernal 

equinox is later this month)…and 
certainly not in terms of average 
temperatures of late.  But school is 
out, most graduations and com-
mencements are completed, lawn 
mowers are tuned up and running, 
and the local pools are getting 
ready for the annual onslaught of 
water-winged youngsters. 
 
For all of the changes in routine 
often associated with summer, the 
church holds steady.  Yes, staff 
members attempt to squeeze in 
some vacation time here and there.
